By rail

Most cross-country services to Birmingham arrivdlatv Street Station. Up to
six trains an hour depart for the University on ¢hess-city line (final
destination Longbridge or Redditch). The centréhefmain campus is a five-
minute walk from University Station.

There are frequent express coach servicg
to Birmingham from London, Heathrow

and Gatwick Airports, and many UK citieg.

The long-distance coach station is in
Digbeth in the city centre.

By bus

Numbers 61, 62 and 63 travel to the
University’s Edgbaston and Selly Oak
campuses, while the 21 and 44 serve the
Medical School and Queen Elizabeth
Hospital. The services all run frequently
from the city centre. There is a travel
information office outside New Street
Station, where you can obtain bus
timetables and departure point informatio
Maps can be found throughout the city
centre indicating bus stop locations.

By taxi
